
By law, inflatable lifejackets must 
be serviced at regular intervals 
to ensure they will work in 
an emergency. Most can be 
self‑serviced, depending on the 
manufacturers’ guidelines.

Roads and Maritime Services will be conducting 
self‑service clinics at various locations around 
NSW in March and April.
